Performs a variety of tasks in the 
maintenance and operation of recreation facilities; assists in the conduct of athletic, cultural, 
social and recreational activities (arts and crafts, sports, games, etc.); performs clerical and 
custodial tasks; assists in the supervision of large groups of children during program, bus 
trips, and other planned excursions. Must attach proof of a current Standard First Aid 
Certificate for the duration of the summer program. College transcript and resume highly 
recommended.
