Lihue Town Core Urban 
Design Plan

Main Goal:
To establish a plan that will help provide direction 
and guidance towards building and renewing Lihue 
town through the development of design themes 
covering buildings, streetscapes, and circulation for 
vehicular (mass transit and commerce included), 
bicycle, and pedestrian traffic. The project will also 
include the periphery areas around central Lihue 
town such as Nawiliwili and the lands surrounding 
the airport.

CAC meetings.

• A public meeting to present the plan will be held 

after CAC review and input, with Planning 
Commission review and action to follow .

COASTAL EROSION STUDY

Purpose for Study 

• Three-phased approach for providing the necessary 
scientific based data to support new and/or revised 
setback rules for regulating construction and vegetation 
setback lines adjacent Kauai’s shoreline.

• Three phased project with a current cost estimate of 
$450,000.

• The contract and phase 1 scope-of-work scope of work 
has been completed and executed with the University of 
Hawaii/Chip Fletcher.  The Consultant is planning to start 
aerial photos, beach profile network, and beach surveys 
in the Fall 2005

• Project is slated for completion in August 2008

Kilauea Town Sub-Area Plan

Main Goal

To concentrate on future growth options for 
Kilauea town in consideration of the 
“Residential community” designation of the 
Kauai General Plan (adopted in November 
2000).  This designation was adopted in the 
Plan to address the many growth issues and 
needs facing the Kilauea town area such as 
schools, churches, housing, 
industrial/service area(s), parks, commercial 
development, etc.

Kilauea Town Sub-Area Plan

– Met with the KNA representatives on October 18th in 
Kilauea to discuss process.

– Conduct a 4-day charette in Kilauea.
– Held two public meetings.  
– The Planning Commission recommended approval of 

the Kilauea plan to the County Council for this project 
on May 23, 2006. 

– The County Council approved this plan along with the 
accompanying ordinance in October 2006.  



When the Kauai General Plan was adopted in November  2000, 
Kilauea residents were divided on whether the town should expand its 
Urban boundary to accommodate additional housing an d community 
services.  

To achieve consensus among the Kilauea residents, P lanPacific
recommended that a broad spectrum of the community be involved, 
and that mailed notices describing the planning ste ps and scheduled 
events be sent to every postal address in the town and its 
surrounding area.  This outreach drew very large an d diverse 
participation from the community, spanning a wide r ange of ages,
including many youth in their late teens  and early  20’s who rarely 
participate in such planning projects but who clear ly have an 
important stake in the community’s future.



PlanPacific designed a three-stage planning charrett e process 
adapted from a model developed by the National Char rette Institute.  

This proved to be a very effective method of engagi ng people in 
the planning process in a constructive, efficient w ay, while focusing 
on community objectives and means to achieve them.  The turnout at 
the charrette sessions were the largest we have ever  witnessed for a 
public meeting in this community.  The charrette att racted people who 
traditionally were not active participants with oth er planning projects.

We were very impressed in the manner and the timeli ness that the
plan was formulated with the virtually unanimous su pport of the 
Kilauea community.
